GYLVEN GARAGE

For those of us who have lived for less time than some in these villages it may be of interest to read of
Gylven Garage which operated on Top Road, now recognised maybe, as Sunset and Sunrise.

Gylven Garage was founded in 1922. Originally it stood on the opposite side of the road from where the
building now stands. It was run latterly, by Claude ( now deceased) and Peter Booth, who were the third
generation to do so. There the Booths repaired tractors, cars ( and anything else mechanical), made their
own tools and sold petrol.

The garage ceased to trade on December 31 2004.
